However, if my ongoing sitting out 
technique is to be put into practice a new 
set of toe straps will be a job not to be put 
off. The present set , one broken, are fif-
teen years old and I would not wish to 
push my luck. Inactivity and too much 
winter good living add up to a much heav-
ier helm. Still looking on the bright side, 
more ballast to hang over the side. (Must 
ask Den to weigh the boat…I still have 
seven pounds of correctors to discard.) My uphaul/
downhaul for the spinnaker pole is another area I 
am not really happy with…have found a most inter-
esting all rope system in an old  “Mainsail” which I 
may try to copy. 
So, where has all the paint been flowing? Well, 
many years ago I swapped my Mirror dinghy for a 
very old GP14.I sailed it single handed but it was 

very slow, heavy and 
not nearly as responsive 
as my present boat. 
Mowe, (German for sea-

gull) is no longer a GP sailing dinghy. I have re-
modelled the deck layout and centre board case, 
fitted a false keel and have cut the transom deck for 
an outboard motor attachment…Mowe is now a 
launch. For the past few years however it has been 

rather a “White Elephant” being stored in a 
friend’s garden. The elements had not been 
kind and now paint rather than varnish is the 
order of the day. The restoration is nearly 
finished and “Hoath Robinson” will soon be 
taking its place in my garage for some TLC. 
By the time this goes to press the Spring 
“Mainsail will hopefully have arrived. It will 
include an update regarding our “Nationals”, 
racing and cruising. I have put together a 

provisional programme for the cruisers and I will 
be testing the excursions when the sailing starts. If 
anyone has any  ideas or would like to join me for 
an early season cruise I would be very pleased to 
hear from them.
