GP BBQ 2011 

CAPTAINôS CRAP 
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Competing for the Piplers Round the Islands Team Trophy Race, twenty six boats entered making up three teams from the host 

club Poole, three teams from Seahorse Sailing Club and two teams from B.T.Y.C. both from the Welsh Harp plus an additional 

team representing Nottingham and Emsworth.  The weather, forecasting rain, clearing to a fine settled day looked promising 

and sure enough prior to launching the rain and drizzle cleared albeit misty with only a very light variable breeze, force 2 at 

best. The choice of a small course anti-clockwise round the back of Long and Round Island proved popular especially as the 

area is only navigateable at very high water. 

Race 1  
From the blue start line with spinnakers up, the fleet broad reached to Long Island with a 

leading pack of four boats including three from the host club, edging their way round the 

protruding spit. Unknown to the leaders, staying close to the island put them in the lee of 

some very tall trees and coupled with a distinct lack of water their advantage was lost. The 

chasing pack, amused at the sight of the parked up leaders, avoided the situation and with 

centreboards up on a tight fetch and then a beat with finally a full plate to Cakes Mark saw 

Ben Kaplan and Roberto Serra from Seahorse A, round first and hold it to line of the one 

hour race ahead of Richard Lord and Lorna Davies also in a boat from Seahorse A thus 

securing the top place on the leaderboard. Third place went to a BTYC A boat, Steve Coo-

per and Suzanne Williams.

With things starting to brighten up weather-wise and more in the way of breeze, the fleet crowded at the favoured pin end of 

the white line set off on a fetch to Piccadilly. The course this time, anti-clockwise around the three islands of Green, Furzey 

and Brownsea. From the first mark the kites went up and with all the boats giving the land a wide berth this time then a beat 

again with reduced plates in the narrow channels past Furzey, on to the race mark Amey Group. From this point it was a race 

past Brownsea Castle and then back to the club but with the race officer concerned of the fleet having to fight a strong ebb tide 

the decision was made to shorten just past the castle. Many boats heard the weak whistle but hadn't realised they had finished 

and continued to fight on to the club line.  

This time Richard and Lorna from Seahorse A came first with a PYC A's Mike Arrow and Ian Aitken in second place and an-

other third for Steve Cooper and Suzanne Williams, BTYC A. 

These positions handed the Piplers of Poole Trophy to Seahorse S.C. with the final result :  

1st Seahorse A (8 points)  -  2nd BTYC A (27 points)  -  Joint 3rd  BTYC B & PYC  B (34 Points)
